if x $ 7 =0 and x % 6 == 0:

The above line checks if x is divisible by 7 and 6 using the modulo function ( % ). You will need this to get
your program done.

Print a tab between each number (that's "\t" if you didn't remember.)
You will use the % command and one or more if/elif/else statements.
